A Bill to Ban Abortion 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

SectioN 1.
The United States shall ban the medical termination of a woman's pregnancy which results in killing the fetus.

Section 2.



Medical Termination of Pregnancy- expulsion from the uterus of the products of conception before the fetus is viable or premature stoppage of natural or a pathological process.


Abortion- Induced termination of pregnancy with destruction of the fetus or embryo; therapeutic abortion, and of various procedures that result in such a termination of pregnancy or cessation of normal or abnormal process before completion.


Fetus-The developing young in the uterus, specifically the unborn offspring in the post-embryonic period, in humans from nine weeks after fertilization until birth.


Conception- The action of conceiving a child or of a child being conceived.


1st Degree Murder- A killing which is deliberate and premeditated (planned, after lying in wait, by poison or as part of a scheme).   (Abortion illegal and punishable not considered 1st degree murder)

	expulsion from the uterus of the products of conception before the fetus is viable.


SEction 3.
The government agency in charge shall be the Health and Human Services. If the woman carrying the fetus is found receiving an abortion they shall be charged with one count of 1st degree murder per fetus as well as the person that performed the medical termination of the fetus as well.

A.  An abortion is considered as 1st degree murder. The subject choosing to get the abortion has plenty of time to think the decision over before getting the procedure performed on them. 

SECTION 4.
 Upon passage this bill shall go into affect on January 1, 2013.

Section 5. 
 All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
