A Bill to Restrict the Right of Life.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT: 

Section 1. Restrict abortion only if you have health issues, rape, or other life threatening issues.

 All Institutions that perform abort REPORT, the doctor shall EVALUATE THE PATIENT TO DETERMINE STAGE OF pregnancy, and the social worker Shall PERFORM A  psychological evaluation to determine whether the subject is in the correct state of mind. A DECISION SHALL BE REACHED WHEN ONE MEMBER OF THE BOARD FINDS SUFFICIENT EVIDENCE FOR THE NEED OF THE ABORTION.

Section 2.
Abortion the removal of an embryo or fetus from the uterus in order to end a pregnancy. Fetus in humans after the end of the second month of  pregnancy. Embryo up to the second month of pregnancy. Rape the unlawful compelling of a person through physical force or duress to have sexual intercourse. Force unlawful violence threatened or committed against persons or property. Duress such constraint or coercion as will render void a contract or other legal act entered or performed under its influence. Peripartum cardiomyopathy, a form of heart failure that affects healthy women during the last months of pregnancy, or up to five months after delivery. Hyperemesis pregnancy can result in damage to the brain and liver and kidney. Eclampsia a form of toxemia of pregnancy, characterized by albuminuria, hypertension, and convulsions and has a high risk of death. Albuminuria the presence of albumin in the urine. Hypertension elevation of the blood pressure, especially the diastolic pressure. Convulsions contortion of the body caused by violent, involuntary muscular contractions of the extremities, trunk, and head. 

Section 3.
The Department of Health and Human Services will enforce this law.

A. A PERSON RECEIVING AN ABORTION THE FIRST TIME WILL BE SUBJECT TO A FINE OF $150 ($1500) OR JAIL TIME UP TO 3 (1 month) DAYS. 

B. A PERSON DOING THE PROCEDURE IF HAS LICENCE SHALL HAVE THEIR LICENCE SUSPENDED FOR A YEAR. IF NO LICENSE THEN SHALL BE CHARGED WITH ATTEMTED MURDER AND PRACTICING WITHOUT A LICENCE.

SECTION 4.
THIS LAW WILL COME INTO AFFECT ON JANUARY 1, 2013 

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
