A Bill to legalize abortion in all 50 states 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
we legalize abortion in all fifty states.  

Section 2.
abortion is the deliberate termination of a human pregnancy.  Legalize is to make something permissable.  

Section 3.
The health, education, and labor committee will oversee this law.  It will enforce the law that all fifty states allow women to have abortions preformed.  It will also help establish centers where these procedures can be done.  An estimated $750,000 will be needed for this bill.  This bill should receive money because if some of these women are not allowed abortions and they cannot afford child care, the child will end up on the government's money at some point in life.  Most women are not mature enough to give their children up for adoption, which ends with the parents and children being on government subsidized food, housing, and money.  This can prevent that in some situations, which in the end, will save individual states money.  

SECTION 4.
If passed, this bill will take effect immediately.  

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
