                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[Animal Cruelty]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act [if people are abusing or mistreating animals it is the law you have to stop or report the people who are doing it. Animal cruelty needs to come to an end because they are innocent creatures that have feelings and they need to be treated with respect.]

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act [abuse- being mistreated savagely beaten- used excessive force starved – not being fed for a extended time period ]

SECTION III: General Provisions: [people have to stop or report someone who is abusing animals. If someone is abusing animals they need to be punished. Hurting or mistreating animals is something that no one should do and they need to be punished. . ]

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by [Humane Society of U.S.]

SECTION V: Penalties: [Class B felony punishable up to 10 years in prison and a $2000 fine]

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect [a year from the day the bill is passed]
