                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

Prenatal Murder

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to make all abortions, performed by practicing physician, or caused by purposeful abuse to oneself, unlawful 22 days after conception; when a heartbeat is evident.

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act:

· Abortion- the deliberate termination of a humans pregnancy

· physician- a person qualified to practice medicine

· purposeful abuse- to knowingly cause harm

· unlawful- not conforming to, permitted by, or recognized by law or rules

· conception- the action of conceiving a child or of a child being conceived

SECTION III: General Provisions: This bill will hereby require all women to be given an ultrasound by a practicing physician to determine whether or not the unborn child has developed it's own heartbeat before allowing them to get an abortion. This ultrasound will be included in abortion costs. If the baby has developed a heartbeat, the recipient will only be charged 1/8 of the expense. This bill applies to all ages.

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by  HHS. 

SECTION V: Penalties: 5 years maximum jail time

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect August 20th 2013.
