A Bill to Give Rebates to Universities keeping Athletic Teams

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
Public Universities that keep athletic programs for its students will receive 15% of its funds back. For example, if a university spends $100,000 on its baseball team, it will receive $15,000 back from state government funds. This bill is to try and keep universities from cutting its athletic programs to try and save money. Cutting athletic programs is slowing starting to prevent hopeful college students from attending a university that they could not afford without a partial scholarship for their athletic abilities.

Section 2.
A rebate will be a set amount of money that will be returned to the university. 

Section 3.
The education committee will be in charge of enforcing this bill and designating how much each university will receive back.

SECTION 4.
This bill will go into affect as soon as it passes.

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
