                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[AGAINST ABORTION]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:
WHEREAS, abortions should be denied to teens even with a parents consent and
WHEREAS, More than half of abortions are obtained by women under 25 years of age and 
WHEREAS, 35 percent of pregnant teenagers have an abortion, according to the National Abortion Federation and 
WHEREAS,  The Guttmacher Institute reports that in 2006, there were 200,420 abortions among teenagers, and the majority of these teenagers are ages 15 to 19 years therefore,
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Congress of Shepard Academy here assembled teens pleading for abortions should be denied unless the pregnancy was caused do to rape. 
SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act the purpose of this bill is to deny abortions to teens even with a parents consent. Teen pregnancy is usually unplanned. According to Pregnancy Care Center there were an estimated 1.21 million abortions in the U.S. in 2008 (3,322 abortions per day) that's 35% of pregnant teenagers have an abortion. The society prohibits of one human being to take the life of another, abortion is no different. Abortion is taking a human life.   
SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act a teenager is a person from the ages of 13-19. A parental consent is an agreement from a child's parents that allows the child to do something. Abortions is The deliberate termination of a human pregnancy. Deny means to refuse to give something requested or desired to someone. 
SECTION III: General Provisions: People will be allowed to report to anyone if they know of someone who is presenting abortions to teens. A pregnancy due to rape will be treated differently and the teen will be to get an abortion. As well as an incest situation you will be able to get and abortion. 

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by health department offices and hospitals. 

SECTION V: Penalties: If a doctor is to present an abortion on a teen he or she will be on trial to spend 5 years in jail. Abortion is the killing of a human being and 5 years is not enough for someone who took someones life but in this case 5 years is the maximum sentence. 

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect as in the year of 2014.
