                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[A Preview of College For All]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to make it mandatory for each high school in the state of Indiana to provide a minimum of two oppurtunities for their students to visit and tour univeristies and/or colleges within Indiana during the normal school hours.

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act mandatory meaning permitting no option; not to be disregarded or modified, provide meaning to make available; furnish, minimum meaning the least quantity or amount possible, assignable, allowable, or the like, and during meaning throughout the duration, continuance, or existence of.
SECTION III: General Provisions: 

· The trip must be provided to all junior students who meant the criteria the school provides enabling their students to go on a field trip. No student is required to go nor is it mandatory for every student to attend. The student has a choice to go or to remain at school.

·  The school must provide the transportation to and from the univerisities/colleges but are allowed to charge students fee for traveling fees. 

· The univerisities/colleges must be credditted and in state. The school is responsible for deciding what universities/colleges in which their students will visit. 

· The administration can collectively decide on two univerisities/colleges they feel a majority of their students are interested in or they can take a poll of the universities/colleges their junior students aspire to visit. 

· The visit and tour taken by the students should take place on the campus of the univeristies/colleges and be provided by the universities/colleges offices of administration. The tour/visit of the univeristies/colleges should be mandated by the universities/colleges and should be the one that is provided for prospective students. Each student is required to attend one class throughout their visit with the univerisities/college in a class that corresponds with their intended major.

·  The school is not required to provide lunch for the students due to the fact that many lunch oppurtunities are provided on campus.

·  The school is required to transport the students back to their home school when the tour/visit is fully completed.

·  If the high school decides upon a school that has a extended drive the school is responsible for making sure the students are able to get the visit/tour and are able to sit in a class within the time span of one day that may extend past the normal start and end times of a typically school day.

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by the governor of Indiana, the Department of Education should be enforced by each super-intendent within the state of Indiana.

SECTION V: Penalties: The penalty will consist of an $500 fine to school, a evaluation of the administration of the school receiving penalty, and a addition of another mandatory visit and tour for each school year that the minimum is not met.

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect during the school year of 2014-2015.
