Recycling Act 2013

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to make it required that there is a fully functional recycling program.

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act the word recycle means to use over and over agin.

SECTION III: General Provisions: All states will be required to put in a certain amount of money to creat a fully functional recycling program.

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by  The Enviromental Assocation.

SECTION V: Penalties: States that fail to meet the standards tax rate will increase by 3.2 percent and  anywork that needs to be done around the city will go up 5 percent until the state meets the requirements.

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect 30 days after being passed.
