                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[Banned Cell phone usage in automobiles]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY: That using your cellphone ( having your eyes and or hands on the phone for more than  15 seconds) while driving could possibly result in one or both, loss of license for up to 2 months and or a fin for up to $300.

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to keep drivers safe by being off of their cellphones and paying attention to the rode and it's drivers . The reason for this being that research shows according to textinganddriving.com drivers are at a 2.8 higher risk when dialing a mobile phone, they are at a 1.3 higher risk of crashing when they are talking or listening to someone on a mobile phone, they are at a 1.4 higher risk of crashing while they are trying to reach for a device, and when someone is texting they are 23% more times at risk of crashing. In 2011 23% of crashes resulted because of cellphone usage, that's 1.3 million crashes. 
SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act [using your cellphone ( having your eyes and or hands on the phone for more than  15 seconds) (this will be measured by counting to 15)]

SECTION III: General Provisions: [If  policemen, deputies, state police,  sees someone using their cellphone while driving they will pull them over and give them a ticket and go to court later. ]
SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by [Department of Justice 

Using your phone ( having your eyes and or hands on the phone for more than  15 seconds) while driving could possibly result in one or both, loss of license for up to 2 months and or a fin for up to $300.

SECTION V: Penalties: [ Will result in one or both, loss of license for up to 2 months and or a fine for up to $300.]

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect 1 week after it has been signed.
