                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[ Senior License Restictions 2013]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act [is to make all citizens over the age of 65 be required to take an annual driving test to ensure their abilities to be able drive. Senior Citizens have diminishing senses,this law would take those with inadequate senses off the road. This would keep the roads safe for all drivers.]

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act

 [Citizen- A legal resident of the United States.

Required- it is mandatory

Annual- Every Year

Driving Test- A driving course to be driven and grade by an instructor

 Abilities- skills to be able to follow the legal laws of the road.]

SECTION III: General Provisions: [Any U.S. Citizen over the age of 65 who does not pass the driving test will thereby have their license immediately suspended indefinitely. The Citizen may however continue to apply and be tested for a new license until the fail limit of 7 per year. ]

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by [The Department of Health and Safety.]

SECTION V: Penalties: [The penalty for a U.S. Citizen over the age of 65 not taking an annual Driving Test will be first a letter for a one month notice extension and then the immediate suspension of their license after that extended month.]

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect [immediately upon passage and approval. ]
