                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

Mandatory Drug Testing for High School Athletes

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to regulate mandatory drug testing for athletes in grades nine through twelve. They are to be tested for illegal substances, not to include energy drinks. Athletes are to be on a weekly basis during the season of their sport. Records of all over-the-counter and prescription medicines taken by the student are to be kept on record to ensure these substances are not abused. 

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act. 

Highschooler- a student in grades 9-12. 

Athlete- anyone who participates in after school extracurricular physical activities. 

Drug- Illegal substance that interferes with performance and mentality. 

Over-the-counte medicine: a medication not prescribed by a doctor.

Prescription medicine: Medication prescribed by a doctor.

SECTION III: General Provisions: The intended purpose of this bill is to keep high school athletes from abusing substances. Mandatory testing will make the game more fair, and will cut back on the level of high school drug users. High school athletes will be tested on a weekly basis, and these tests are to be administrated by the school nurse. 

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by Food and Drug Administration. 

SECTION V: Penalties: The penalties shall be whatever the local court rules for substance abuse, and being banned from the rest of the sports season. 

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect at the start of the 2013-2014 school year.
