Be it enacted by the student congress here assembled that:

SECTION 1: Any person wanting to obtain a firearm or have the right to use one must pass a firearm safety course. Also, for the purpose of hunting, you must take an additional hunters firearm safety course.

SECTION 2: A. “Obtain” is to come into possession of; to get, acquire, procure, as through an effort, or by a request. B. “Firearm” a small arms weapon, as a rifle or pistol, from which a projectile is fired by gunpowder. C. “Safety” is the quality of averting or not causing injury, danger, or loss.

SECTION 3: This bill will be funded enforced by the Indiana DNR (Department of Natural Resources). To obtain and use firearm, a person must pass a firearm safety course test. For people who already own a firearm will have a year after the passage to take the safety test. The amount would be around $35.00 to take the course. For someone who wants to hunt with their firearm must take an additional course in order to recognize the different safety precautions.

SECTION 4: This law shall be implemented within 6 months of passage.

SECTION 5: All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
