                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

Stop the Suffering 

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to ban the performance of elephants in all circuses. This will stop the savage abuse of elephants. The circus lifestyle for performance elephants literally breaks them down to the point of essentially a mental break down. The elephant is unable to flourish and develop naturally in a circus environment, and this causes them to become a danger to the care- takers as well as the audience. 

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act:

circus: A traveling company of acrobatics, trained animals, and clowns that give performances

force: Make a way through or into by physical strength  

abuse: to treat in a harmful, injurious, or offensive way

malnutrition: lack of proper nutrition 

ban: officially or legally prohibit  

SECTION III: General Provisions: The passing of this bill will prohibit the use of elephant performance in all circus'. The passing of this bill is essential in assuring the protection of  an endangered species. Studies have proven that the circus lifestyle for elephants is a danger to the elephants physical as well as mental well-being. . 

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: Circuses will be forced to give up their elephants to reservations or habitats. The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by The Wildlife Society.

SECTION V: Penalties: Charged with a class B felony punishable up to 15 years in prison and a $5,000 fine. If the owners of the Circus' do not comply with the Administration and Enforcement, the fine will be wither doubled or tripled depending on the circumstances. 

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect July 17, 2013
