A Bill to Enforce Homework to 
 Only a Maximum of Two Hours

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
Whereas homework takes up too much time to do an unreasonable assignment that does not benefit the child in anyway.  Homework enforced to only a maximum of two hours would benefit the child more then ever.  These two hours would apply to every week day and the weekend as a whole.  Block scheduling would be enforced to allow the bill to excel at it's highest potential.  Teachers will now have to plan ahead with a reasonable amount and time limit for each assignment given out. (Who will evaluate the amount that teachers plan out?) Whereas students have many classes and extra curricular activities that limit their time for completing homework.

Section 2.
Whereas homework means any school work assigned to students to be completed outside of school grounds.    According to dictionary.com reasonable means moderate and unreasonable means to not be moderate.  Dictionary.com states that enforce means to obtain by force or compulsion.  Education.com states that block scheduling is a method of scheduling a seven hour school day into blocks of school time.

Section 3.
Whereas the Board of Education would enforce this bill and distribute punishments to the violators.  When this bill is violated in any way, the violators will be fined depending on the severity of the violation.  (Outline how to determine the fining process) They can be fined up to a minimum of 15 dollars to a maximum of 500 dollars.  (Maybe report block scheduling success to help gain support?)

SECTION 4.  Whereas this bill will come into affect at the beginning of the next school year.   (2013)
