                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

Voting Incentive Act

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to try to make more people vote in elections by giving them tax incentives.

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act the term incentives in this act means “a reward offered for increased productivity.”
SECTION III: General Provisions: this act will be used on governor and presidential elections only. 

 When a person goes in to vote, they sign in, and that will serve as a written record and when they vote on the machine that will serve as an electrical record to prove that you did vote. 

Then when it comes time to summit your taxes you will fill out and summit a form to receive the tax incentive that will entitle you to 2% more back on your tax refund. 

If the person or persons files their taxes late or does not file them at all, the tax incentive is concerted void even with a tax extension form.

When the act takes affect during a governor election the tax incentive takes effect on your state taxes.

When the act takes affect during a presidential election the tax incentive takes effect on your federal taxes.

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by the US Treasury
