                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[Cyber Bullying is a Crime]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to protect teens from being bullied or attack from the Internet. Bulling victims are 2 to 9 times more likely to commit suicide. 

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act, cyber bullying is defined as bullying that take place on cell phones, emails sent and on social media websites such as face book or twitter. Bullying is defined as any form of threats towards a person or inappropriate videos and or photos of an individual. 

SECTION III: General Provisions: People who attack others through the internet will face fines or more. If you were to post online or send treating emails or harass others using the internet the victim can take it to the school or law enforcement. Which then you could be taken to court.  

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by  The U.S Department of Justice. 

SECTION V: Penalties: If this crime is committed could result in school suspensions, up to a 100 dollar fine and possible time in juvenile detention.  

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect on October 1, 2013.
