                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:






Eighteen Year Old To Purchase Handgun Act 

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I:The purpose of this act is to allow an eighteen year old (who has their permit to carry a firearm), be able to purchase a handgun and handgun ammunition from a FFA dealer.

SECTION II: As used in this act: FFL means “Federal Firearm License,” this is someone who is specialized to sell federal firearms such as handguns, shotguns, and ammunition. A handgun is a gun designed for use by one hand, chiefly either a pistol or a revolver. 


SECTION III: General Provisions: This is to allow someone to purchase a handgun from a FFA dealer. As of now, an 18 year old cannot buy from a gun shop, but they can purchase from someone else who has a handgun for sale. Allowing someone to purchase a handgun from a FFA dealer will leave a “paper trail,” so to speak. They will also be required to have their permit to carry a concealed weapon and take a weapon safety class after purchase. 

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by The ATF or (The Federal Bureau of) Alcohol Tobacco Firearms.

SECTION V: If someone does not have their permit to carry with them, or does not take the firearms safety class, they are to have their permit to carry suspended and pay a fine, ( up to five years suspension.) 

SECTION VI: The provisions of this act will take affect as of January 1st, 2014.
