A Bill to Abolish the Usage of Plastic Rings to Contain Drink Containers

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
Six-pack All types of plastic rings should be banned, while another alternative may be presented in place of six-pack plastic rings.

Section 2.
The six-pack plastic ring device may be described as a tool that is made, used, or designed for the purpose of packaging, transporting, or carrying multiple packaged cans or bottles. An alternative may be cardboard boxes.

Section 3.
This bill will be enforced by the health department, who ensure that our businesses are safe and healthy. They will ensure that plastic rings are not used to keep these products held together. 



The first violation of this bill will result in a severe warning a fine of $50 per plastic ring device manufactured.



The second violation of this bill will result in a fine of $100 per plastic six-pack ring device manufactured.

SECTION 4. The ideas presented in this bill will be fully implemented by May 1, 2022. January 1, 2014.

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
