A Bill to Limit the President's
Power of the Presidential Executive Order

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
The Presidential executive order will not have the force of law without congressional authorization, unless there is a threat of imminent danger to the United States and her citizens. If a Presidential executive order is issued because of the threat of imminent danger, the executive order shall have the force of law for only the first fifteen days unless congress passes the executive order into law. This law is necessary due to past abuses of this power with Presidents today and in the past. In his book The Revolution, Ron Paul points out that executive orders are used to “commit our troops to undeclared wars, destroy industries and make unprecedented social-policy changes” (Paul 42) Newsmax even points out in its Dismantling Clinton's Scaffold of Executive Orders article that President Clinton created 50,000 pages of new administrative rules using his executive order power. These were all passed without congressional consent. Therefore, we must move to restore the system of checks and balances by severely limiting the power of the executive order.

Section 2.
The Threat of imminent danger is defined as the immediate threat of invasion or attack upon the United States or her territories. 



Congressional authorization is defined as a congress passing a bill and the President signing the bill into law. 



Presidential Executive Order is defined a President's declaration which has the force of law, usually based on existing statutory powers, and requiring no action by the Congress or state legislature (dictionary.com).

Section 3.
The Justice Department shall have the power to enforce this law. 

SECTION 4.
This law shall go into effect once it is signed into law. All executive orders issued without congressional are hereby null and void.

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
