
A Bill to give soldiers a longer physiological evaluational periods 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT: US Military soldiers need a longer physiological evaluation.

Section 1.Whereas US Military soldiers will be required a longer debrief  period once they return from a tour of service.

                   Because The number of disabled veterans has jumped by 25 percent since 2001 - to 2.9 million.

                    Because under 10% of veterans diagnosed with PTSD complete their recommended course of treatment. 

                    Because Between 2002 and 2010, over a million veterans who served in the two wars left the service. About half of them – 625,384 – sought VA health care after they got out of uniform.

Section 2.Longer- Longer than the 2 weeks debrief period the government gives them and they must keep in touch with the psychologist.  At the discretion if the Psychologist.

                Psychologist- A certificated doctor who is designated to a set amount of soldiers for up to 2 years in or around their hometown. 

                 Evaluation-  A meeting once a month (unless the evaluator say other wise)

               if soldiers skips appointment, he/she will be fined 100$ on the first offense, second offense and those after it will be additional 150 afterward.
