	I hope that we will hear from you soon.

	Indirect Object   (IO)
	I told whoever phoned the news.

	Subject Complement   (SC)
	A quick promotion is what she expects.

	Object of a Preposition   (OP)
	Give them funds for whatever they need.

	Appositive   (APP)
	Her plan, that we improve the environment, has much support.
