An Amendment to the United States Constitution to institute a Preferential Voting System. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
Voting procedures of the United States shall be changed to a Preferential Voting System.

Section 2.
A. “Preferential Voting System” refers to the form of voting also known as Instant-runoff Voting or the Alternative Vote. Instant-runoff Voting (or Alternative Vote) is a voting system, in which votes list preferred candidates in order of preference. If no candidate receives a simple majority of the votes, the lowest vote receiving candidate's votes are transferred to the next highest candidate on the voter's ballot. i.e., if Candidate A receives 40 percent of the votes, Candidate B receives 30 percent of the votes, Candidate C receives 20 percent of the vote, and Candidate D receives 10 percent of the votes, then Candidate D would be eliminated and his/her votes would go to the next candidate listed on the voter's ballots that voted for Candidate D. 

Section 3.
The Federal Election Commission will handle the new voting system change.



A. Voting will be done using current technology, adapted for the new system.

SECTION 4.
This new system will be implemented after the November 2012 presidential election.  

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
