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A Bill to ban trade in the U.S. of all seal-made products
BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
As seals fall into the category of endangered/vulnerable/threatened species, and as seal products have recently been banned in Europe, all products made in the U.S. or imported from other countries, which are made using any breed of seal, will be illegal to buy, sell, own or trade; therefore anyone in possession of seal-made products should henceforth be fined a minimum of $1000.00.
Section 2.
Endangered/threatened/vulnerable species include those that are dwindling in numbers at a steady rate, and those for which there is a high demand without an abundant population. Products made using any breed of seal would include clothing, accessories, food, and oil made from the fur, meat blubber, or skin of the seal. The ban includes all 32 breeds of seal.
Section 3.
The enforcement and oversight of the aforementioned bill will be handled by the Foreign Relations/Intelligence/Natural Resources/Agriculture Committee.
SECTION 4.
Should the bill be passed, it will go into effect January 1st, 2013. No legal repercussions may be made to lose with valid proof that their seal made items were bought on or before December 31st, 2012.
Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
