A Bill to restrict those who may adopt a child in order to make the adoption process easier 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.


Only heterosexual married couples and single citizens can adopt a child, and 


costs will be cheapened, biological parents do not have to give consent, and 


create an equal waiting list. 


Homosexual and domestic partners are less likely to remain together than a


married heterosexual couple or a single parent. If these partners were to separate


the child would stay with one, who may not be suited to do it alone. Costs of


adoption can vary from  $5,000 to $25,000. This is reducing the number of people


adopting. In order to solve this issue, adoption agencies should be government


funded and the costs of the biological mother does not have to be covered by


those adopting the child. Cheapening the cost would put more children into homes


where they belong. Some states do give preference to prospective adoptive


parents of the same race or ethnic background of the child. As a single person you


may have to wait longer for a placement or be flexible about the child you adopt.


An equal waiting list would end discrimination against these people, who have


already passed the background checks. Biological parents have the right to


determine who adopts their child if they choose to. However, they chose to give


their child away, so the determining factor should be the agency. 

Section 2.


 
Heterosexual married couples meaning two married members of the opposite sex.


Biological parents being those who conceived the child.


Consent meaning permission to give up the child to the couple, or person trying to


adopt their child. 


An equal waiting list being one that does not discriminate because of race or


whether or not the parent is single or a married couple.


Cheapening the cost of adoption would mean those who adopt a child must only


pay for the cost the government requires for an adoption to occur.

Section 3.
The Administration for Children and Families (ACF) will oversee the enforcement of the bill.

A. The administration will appoint someone to reinforce these rules at local agencies.

B. Besides this appointed worker, there will be a monthly check by a group from the administration. 

SECTION 4.



Upon passage, this bill will go into affect January 1, 2013.

Section 5. 
All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
