BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:



Whereas this policy is for all the auto manufactures vehicles that are imported or exported to the U.S. Vehicles will need to be inspected more thoroughly and specific. This will in return make it so not as many vehicles, or no vehicles at all are recalled by the auto manufactures.

Whereas if 

the auto manufactures do not comply with these new laws and inspection 

regulations they will be forced to pay hefty fines. Whereas if they 


were to continue to disobey these laws and regulations there factories 

would be shut down immediately, until the manufacturer agrees to follow 

the new inspections. 



Whereas this bill if passed will go into effect immediately following the 

next fiscal year. Whereas this in return will give the auto manufactures 

enough time to prepare for these new regulations.
