A Bill to remove Lightspeed and other blocks from netbooks and computers in schools.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
All school internet blocks including lightspeed will be removed from netbooks and all other computers in schools.  This will be done all across the U.S. in all public schools.
