A Bill to Provide Enhanced Security at Public High Schools

BE IT ENACTED BY THE STUDENT CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:

Section 1.
All public high schools receiving Federal funding are required to have at least one hand-held metal detector operating with a trained officer on duty at all times, and all students, faculty, and visitors must be checked by the officer with the metal detector.

Section 2.

Section 3.
This bill shall be funded and enforced by the U.S. Department of Education for a total of $7.5 million.
