                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[Animal Cruelty]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is the ban protect innocent animals from being abused. This bill will stop animals getting savagely beaten, kept outside during extreme temperatures, starved, and neglected by their owners.

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act:

abuse – use for a bad effect or bad purpose

neglect – to pay little to no attention to

savagely beaten – to abuse in a vicious manner

starved – the severe lack of food intake

extreme temperatures – temperatures ranging outside of 32* to 105* 

SECTION III: General Provisions: The passing of this bill will greatly decrease the amounts of animals being abused. The passing of this bill is essential in assuring that more animals are safer. Studies have proven that way to many animals are abused in America each year. 

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: Animal abusers will be forced to serve jail time, pay a fine, and give up their animals. This will be enforced by The ASPCA, also known as the American Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals. 

SECTION V: Penalties: Charged with a class B felony punishable up to 10 years in prison, $2,000 fine, and their animal(s) being taken away permanently. If the abusers do not comply with the Administration and Enforcement, the fine will be either doubled or tripled depending on the circumstances. 

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect October 23, 2013.
