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1. Describe the process you used to select the toy you decided on. What factors 

influenced your decision? 

2. As a child, what toys did you play with? Were these toy selections at all 

influenced by your parents, the media, or friends? Why or why not? Were these toys 

similar to or different from the toy you selected? 

3. Name your favorite movie from elementary school. Describe the main character 

of that movie. Was it a male or a female? Were there toys available based on this 

character? 

4. Do you think the movies targeted for today’s children are more or less gender 

stereotypic than the movies you watched as a child? Why or why not? 

5. Do you believe that the choices parents make about their children’s toys or 

movies influence the child’s beliefs about the appropriate roles for women and men or 

boys and girls? Why or why not? 

6. Do you think children who play with toys designed for the other sex are treated 

differently from children who play with gender-typical toys? Why or why not? 
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
