                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

Hate Crime Act 2013
BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to convict people who committed a hate crime based on a racial, color, ancestry, nationality, sexual preference, or religious bias.
SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act, hate crime means a crime that is committed toward an individual or individuals because of hate toward a group of people that those individuals belong to; a crime committed to intimidate a particular group of people. Crime means an illegal at, prohibited by law, or failure to act as required by law. Hate means to dislike somebody or something intensely.
SECTION III: General Provisions: Committing a crime based on the definition of a hate crime will be classified specifically as such and punished more harshly because of its motivation of hate. A hate crime will be a secondary offence, which may only be presented if there is a primary offence charged on an individual. Substantial evidence must be shown to prove the crime was committed out of the definition of a hate crime for a person to be convicted of committing a hate crime.
SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by the United States Justice Department.
SECTION V: Penalties: If found guilty by a jury or judge, the convicted will be given an additional two year sentence, mandatory jail time, and a $5,000 fine, in addition to the original sentence. If a person is convicted of multiple hate crimes, the punishments shall double with each additional conviction. Any additional jail time may not be served concurrently with previous jail time determined by the court.
SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will go into effect immediately upon passage and approval.
