                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: Transplant Restriction Act of 2013
BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to make it illegal for death row inmates to receive transplanted organs or tissue while serving time in a penal institution.
SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act harvest means the removal of organ for transplantation; the removal of an organ, fluid, or tissue for transplantation, testing, or research. Transplant means the transfer of a bodily organ, fluid, or tissue from one body to another. Penal Institution means an institution where persons are confined for punishment and to protect the public. Death row means the part of a prison for housing inmates who have received, and are awaiting the execution of their death sentence.
SECTION III: General Provisions: No inmate in a penal institution in the United States of America currently on death row, shall receive an organ or tissue transplant. Inmates in a penal institution in the United States of America, currently on death row, that are listed on an organ transplant list shall be removed from that list. No inmate in a penal institution in the United States of American shall, currently on death row, shall be placed on an organ donor transplant list.
SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by the provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by the United States Justice Department.
SECTION V: Penalties: As this is not criminal legislation there are no penalties applicable.
SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect the provisions of this act will go into effect immediately upon passage of this legislation and approval of the President of the United States.
