                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

Mandatory Schooling after High School

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this Act is to make every person go to at least one semester of schooling, in the one semester everyone must take the core curriculum classes of the school they choose. The classes differ from the different schools, but two mandatory classes that everyone has to take are English 101 and Math 101. Everyone hast to participate in this bill, no exceptions. They ,the people attending schooling, are aloud to take their classes online if they please. Only the first time will the state pay for the two mandatory classes of Math and English that the person(s) have to take. If the person(s) fail to pass their class they are expected, but not mandatory, to take it again and the state will not pay for it the second time.  

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act school means a place where you learn new things that help you in life. 

Core curriculum- the main classes that a person hast to take other than elective classes.

SECTION III: General Provisions: By not taking at least the core curriculum of their college the person(s) will be sent to a school of the judges' choice and have to pay a fine of $600.    

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by  The Department of Education and The Department of Justice.

SECTION V: Penalties: If a person doesn't go to at least one semester of school, they will be sent to a school of the judges choice. When the person(s) gets a job they will be paid less then a person that went to school without state intervening.   

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect in January.1,2014.
