                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[Banning Smoking in Cars When Children Are Present]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act is to keep children protected from the effects of second hand smoke. When a child is sitting in a car they are stuck in the same position for what could be an extended period of time. Which means that the smoke potentially flows right into their faces. The child would have to continually smell the smoke and be inhaling it instead of fresh air. Smoking in the car can be especially dangerous when the windows are kept up. When the windows are up the smoke has no way of getting out, it is stuck continually circulating around the car and into the child's airways. The only exception to this law will be electronic cigarettes because they do not emit the same second-hand smoke as real cigarettes do. 

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act

smoking-the inhalation of the smoke of burning tobacco encased in cigarettes, pipes, and cigars 
banning-Officially or legally prohibit 
in- used to indicate inclusion within space, a place, or limits 
cars-a vehicle moving on wheels 

children-A young human being below the age of full physical development or below the legal age of majority. 

Present-The period of time now occurring. 
SECTION III: General Provisions: 

· No one shall smoke cigarettes, cigars, pipes in the enclosed cab of a car.

· No one shall smoke in the enclosed cab of a car with a child under the age of eighteen.

· No one shall light cigarettes,cigars, pipers in the enclosed cab of a car with a child present.

SECTION V: Penalties: The first time you are caught smoking in the car with a child present you will be fined up to $250. The seminar will be used to inform the offender of the affects that second hand smoke can cause.  If the said child is 18 or over it will be their own decision to whether or not they get into the car.
