[Safer Streets]
BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act [I think that congress of the Shepard Academy should take into consideration that that the government should do more in depth background checks before allowing someone to purchase a gun. Right now it is somewhat easy to purchase a gun, and it is easy for a felon to get a gun without purchase. The congress of Shepard academy should take this bill into consideration because if we can get this bill passed then we will have a safer community. There will be a lot less violence and it will be much nicer place for everyone.]
SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act [When considering letting an applicant for the purchase of a gun, the government needs to do a more in depth background check before allowing the applicant to purchase a gun. This will help our country because there is a lot of gun violence in the world. If the government does a better background check it might help to decrease any future crimes. By doing this the government would be able to get to know more about that person. They will be able to tell what kind of person they are and will be able to find any previous record of violence with guns. If a person has a record of gun violence then they should not be approved the purchase of a gun. The applicant looking to purchase a gun should also be questioned if they have any personal relationship with a felon. If the applicant does and has contact then they should be denied the purchase of the gun. If the applicant is married to a felon then he/she shall be denied the purchase of a gun. ]

SECTION III: General Provisions: [ When the applicant goes in for a background check he or she should be issued a polygraph test, and a physiological test. If one has any vision problems they should be issued a vision test and be handed a pamphlet with guidelines to follow regarding their vision.]

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by [The ones who shall do the background checks and enforce the law should be many members of the FBI. The members who perform the background check should be non-bias members and they should all work together when deciding whether to approve or decline the applicant. ]

SECTION V: Penalties: [If one is caught with a gun without first being authorized by the FBI through background checks then he/she will be committing a class D felony. If the person is charged with a class D felony then they may face a sentence of 5 years in prison or a fine of $3,000.]
