Short Description of the Bill

a bill that modifies the standards to receive welfare supplements, and the required actions to be take n while receiving welfare supplements.

WHEREAS: Many parties receiving welfare supplements are taking advantage of government hand outs

WHEREAS: Many parties receiving welfare supplements are consistently under the influence of drugs and alcohol.

WHEREAS: Many parties receiving welfare supplements contribute little or none to the economy and society

WHEREAS: Many parties receiving welfare supplements do not work for their government paid income

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED BY THIS SESSION OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY MOCK CONGRESS:

BE IT RESOLVED: That all parties applying or panning to apply must be required to pass a drug test at monthly intervals and will be required to be involved in a rehabilitation program if at any time while receiving welfare they fail to pass a drug test.

BE IT RESOLVED: That every party that applies for welfare must be involved in job search programs weekly and be actively applying for job opportunities.

BE IT RESOLVED: That all parties applying for welfare will do at the minimum 20 hours of public works projects or approved community service weekly while receiving welfare.

BE IT RESOLVED: That the reception of welfare supplements will be on a sliding scale where supplements increase in the first four months depending on completion of required actions listed above, supplements will remain steady from the 4th-8th month of welfare period. After 8 months, supplements will decrease monthly until the end of one year, at which point the welfare period will be up and all parties must re-apply.. This will encourage parties to work harder to try to find a new source of income before having to reapply for welfare supplements.
