                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[Cheerleading should be considered a sport in all high schools throughout the United States.]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act [is to make cheerleading a sport in all high schools. Cheerleading is a squad that consists of however many girls and sometimes boys who cheer on their school sports teams such as basketball and football. Cheer teams can also compete in cheerleading competitions. These competitions take place like any other sport, all the teams compete for who is the best. This bill will force all athletic directors to add cheerleading as a sport. The IHSAA will assign rules to the cheer team just as they have done for all other sports. Cheerleading will no longer be considered a club, but will be an organized sport. Cheerleading will be recognized by all other sporting teams as a sport and will be given the same rules and regulations.  ]

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act [cheerleading- the action or skill of a cheerleader, a person who performs routines and cheers on their schools sports teams 

sport-an athletic activity requiring skill or physical prowess and often of a competitive nature. 

High school-a school attended after elementary school or junior high school and usually consisting of grades 9 through 12.]

SECTION III: General Provisions: [after the bill is passed, it will be put into effect throughout all high schools in the United States during the beginning of the next school year. On the first day of school on August 13, 2014. For schools that go year round, the law will also go into effect on August 13, 2014. The bill will begin at the beginning of the school year in order to give the schools time to adjust to the new rule. ]

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by [the Department of Education.]

SECTION V: Penalties: [if any high school refuses to include cheerleading in high school sports, the school will be fined $5000 and forced immediately to add cheerleading as a sport. ]

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect [on August 13,2014.]
