                                              A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:

[To Remove the Punishment of Solitary Confinement]

BE IT ENTACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE SHEPARD ACADEMY:

SECTION I: Purpose: The purpose of this act [Solitary Confinement needs to be removed as a punishment in prisons and jails]

SECTION II: Definitions: As used in this act [solitary confinement n. the placement of a prisoner in a Federal or state prison in a cell away from other prisoners, usually as a form of internal penal discipline, but occasionally to protect the convict from other prisoners or to prevent the prisoner from causing trouble. Long-term solitary confinement may be found to be unconstitutional as "cruel and unusual punishment." legal dictionary.com]

SECTION III: General Provisions: 
· [If someone is put into solitary confinement, they cannot be completely isolated from contact. A person at least needs to see them twice every hour and the prisoner cannot be put into a completely noise proof cell.

· If the prisoner is a distraction, you put them in a noise damped room where loud noises are lowered.

· If the prisoner is a threat to others, they be put into another area of the prison with cells where a specialist or therapist sees the prisoner at least 3 times every hour to provide service to them.]

SECTION IV: Administration and Enforcement: The provisions of this act will be enforced and administered by [The Department of Justice administers it and the Bureau of Prisons enforces it. ]

SECTION V: Penalties: [If not followed, the warden will be charged a fine including the officers that were at the time, in charge of the area of the cell. If broken more than 3 times, they have the potential to lose their job.]

SECTION VI: Effective Date: The provisions of this act will take affect [This law will be in effect on January 1, 2020.]
